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Administaff and the Bauer III Building
The College of Business Administration at the University of Houston is proposing a third facility for its faculty, students and alumni. This facility 102,000 square foot building will focus on graduate and undergraduate teaching spaces; student meeting spaces, and clinical faculty offices. Additionally, there are three areas in Bauer III complex that are targeted for Administaff.
1. The Administaff Great Hall

This is a multi-purpose space of 10,000 square feet. The primary function of the space is a reading room for students. Additionally, the space can be arranged to hold convocations, meetings and receptions for the College.
The design will allow furniture to be movable to allow the various configurations to be easily arranged. The east wall of the Great Hall will be reserved for the Administaff Hall of Fame – an honorarium wall that honors alumni and other business professionals who have made significant contributions to the business community.
2. The Administaff Leadership Center
This center will provide the College with a high-end space for the gathering of faculty, students, alumni  and  outside professionals. The College has needs for an executive room for 100 persons to hold meetings and presentations where reception and dining services are required.  
3. Administaff Roof Garden and Plaza
On the roof of the fourth floor, an outside garden space is proposed. This space would be accessed from the Administaff Great Hall. It will provide a gathering space for students, faculty and visitors. Outside the Bauer II building, a plaza that interconnects the existing Melcher Hall, the Michael J. Cemo building and the proposed Bauer III building is proposed. This space will provide seating and gathering spaces for students that are attractive and integrate the three College facilities in a welcoming and pleasant outside environment. Additionally we have shown in the renderings that follow a clock tower that will provide the center piece of the outside features.
