Assignment Overview:

You will pick one organization to work with for the Fall 2019 semester.

You will be required to complete 3 hours of community service with that organization.

At the end of the semester, you will submit a 3 paragraph reflection (outlined below) to Allison
to share what you learned through your community service experience.

Reflection Overview:

The reflection should be typed, double spaced, and 3 paragraphs in length.
The reflection should answer the following questions:
0 What organization did you choose to serve?
0 Why did you pick this particular organization?
0 What population of our community does this organization serve?
0 What are some of the major needs of the community being served here? (i.e. are many
individuals without jobs, is there a lack of food in the community, etc.)
0 What did you learn about this organization and the community they serve through this
experience?
